Performance

Based on transaction prices, the fund's return was 1.24%.

The fund had strong positive total returns in June. Cash yields continued to make a positive contribution and also the
duration exposure contributed positively with the decline in treasury yields. With the continued spread tightening,
credit made a positive contribution. The highest contributors were our positions in Deutsche Bank, Sempra and
Ardagh, amongst others. Negative contributors were Warner Bross and New York Life.

Market development

Markets proved remarkably resilient in June, despite elevated macro and geopolitical volatility. Equities rebounded
sharply, with the S&P 500 reaching new highs after recovering from April's tariff-induced slump. Initially, the conflict
between Israel and Iran led to a rise in oil prices, but risk assets barely reacted to the conflict. As the conflict did not
escalate further, oil prices came down again. Economic data in the US remained solid, easing recession fears. The
Fed held rates steady at 4.25-4.50%, signaling a data-dependent path amid lingering tariff uncertainty and sticky
services inflation. Treasury curves steepened modestly on term premium rebuilding and fiscal concerns, with deficits
'higher for longer'. Five year treasury yields dropped 16 bps to 3.80%. Corporate credit markets held firm, with
spreads grinding tighter over the month. High yield spreads closed at 332 bps, 19 bps tighter over the month.
Investment grade spreads rallied 5 bps to 89 bps. Emerging market spreads were only moderately tighter over the
month at 266, which was 5 bps lower than last month.

Expectation of fund manager

The announced tariffs and the uncertainty are already leading to lower confidence on both the consumer and
producer side of the economy. It seems inevitable that this will lead to economic weakness in the coming quarters.
We don't expect a major economic slowdown, but there could be spread volatility. Markets are still counting on
central banks to step in to support the economy. However, with inflation still running above target and recent
inflation numbers pointing to an increase in inflation, there is limited headroom for the Fed to cut rates at the
moment and we expect the Fed to take some time in cutting rates. At the moment, market indices are close to
historical tights. Overall risk positioning should be modest and target carry and roll-down. Although markets look
tight, there are still attractive individual credit opportunities.
